GA includes all flying except for military and scheduled airline operations. GA encompasses most of the world’s air traffic and enjoys the exclusive use of the majority of the world’s airports.

…contributes $102 billion to the U.S. economy.

…makes up 1% of the U.S. GDP.

…supports nearly 1.3 million high-skill, high-paying jobs.

• Some 166 million passengers fly on GA aircraft each year.

• Nearly 70% of GA hours flown are for business purposes.

• Studies show that businesses are more profitable and grow faster when they use GA instead of relying solely upon the airlines for travel.
